COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Councillors expressed their sadness about the recent death of Jim Parsons, all agreed that he was such as asset to the Parish Council and will be greatly missed.

In memory of Jim, Councillors proposed to re-name the Reading Room, in the Memorial Hall, The Jim Parsons Reading Room. This was unanimously agreed.

Cllr Hirst reported that Cotswold District Council may be able to help with funding towards the cost of a power supply to the playing field. Cllr Slater hoped that they may also be able to assist with funding towards the development of the playing field.

COMMUNITY ISSUES AND PROJECTS

112/17.1 & 2 Project Manager’s Report / Memorial Hall

The report was noted.

Cllr Bendall reported that he had visited the new school kitchen and found staff to be very pleased and happy with the new facility. They had offered their thanks to the Parish Council and all those involved with the project.
Pumps

In reply to a question about progress on repair works, John Collinson explained that these works really needed to be carried out during warmer weather, but would complete the sourcing of parts through the winter.

WiFi

The Clerk confirmed that the request for stricter access control to inappropriate content has been implemented.

Cage for Projector

John Collinson agreed to chase the fitting, as it has already been paid for.

Public Liability

It was questioned whether the public liability insurance needed to be amended to include hire of the new kitchen facilities. Cllr Worsdell agreed to check.

112/17.3 Playing Field / New Management Committee Terms of Reference
The Clerk reported that she had not yet received the signed terms of reference from the Playing Fields Committee so would chase their response.
John Collinson reported that updated proposals for the layout of the playing field had been received from Phil Seymour but that they were not yet quite as envisaged, as they showed the pitch larger than planned which limited the amount of space available for additional equipment and facilities.
Cllr Slater reported that he had begun the process of applying for grants from both Cotswold District Council and the Police and Crime Commissioner and other potential funding sources were also being investigated.
It was agreed to convene a meeting of interested parties to discuss the proposals and issues in relation to the development of the playing field. A date was agreed of Tuesday 3 October 2017 7.30pm at The Bell.

112/17.4 Small Projects

Hampton Hill / Old Hill junction
Cllr Slater reported that as it had not proved permissible to install a mirror to improve visibility at the junction, he had met with the land owner and, subject to the necessary consents, in principal had agreed to moving a section of wall back to improve the visible splay to High Street. It was thought that it may also prove beneficial to move the bus stop.
Map Boards

Cllr Bendall reported that the map boards for visitors to the village were now in place and have been very well received. It was confirmed that boards were due to be put up in the Memorial Hall listing past and present recipients of Villager of the Year awards.

White ‘H’ lines to be painted at the Point Road junction to discourage parking and thus allow better visibility.

Broken water pipe in Ash Path to be repaired.

Patching work to be undertaken in Ash Path to repair pot holes.

Drains to be cleaned.
The Clerk was asked to request that the trees overhanging the roadside from Gatcombe, near the sewage plant be cut back.

Cllr Catterell reported that the overhanging trees on Tetbury Hill were scheduled to be pruned on Thursday 19 October 2017.

Concern was again raised about the increasing number of potholes around Avening, in particular, Star Farm and Chavanage Lane.
