Proposed construction of a 1.5MW on-farm Anaerobic Digester (AD) plant on land adjacent to the agricultural development formerly known as Chavenage Dairy

Amended Plans

No objections to the application, in principle, but recommends access restrictions, improvements and weight restrictions on the surrounding road network and draws attention to the deep ruts that have already been created at parking places on the access road by heavy delivery vehicles.  These will only get worse with 2000 additional vehicle movements per year.

Further concern was expressed about increased lorry traffic between Rodmarton and Chavenage and it was agreed to insist that if the application were approved, the passing bays on Chavenage Lane must be improved.  Cllr Mrs Parsons agreed to attend the site meeting.
