	County and District Councillors’ Reports
Cllr Tony Hicks (County)
Discussed the list of outstanding Highways issues: Members explained that Ash Path had been adopted by Gloucestershire Highways and there is concern about 

lack of maintenance; the redundant Playing Field sign has not been replaced with a 40 mph repeater sign as agreed with Highways.
It was noted that Highways had been unable to put in another gully in Star Lane because of existing underground utilities and that there is evidence of further subsidence on the Nailsworth Road beyond the Quarry entrance.
Clle Hicks advised:

· Steps are being taken to improve communications between Amey and County Councillors.
· Primary School is making an application to the Active Together fund for a project linked to healthy eating.
· Budget planning for the coming year will involve further savings of 7% and reducing the debt, spending will continue but there will be no new borrowing.  
· Main costs continue to be the protection of vulnerable people (young and old).  NHS and GCC are reviewing the cost of older people in hospital unnecessarily and supporting people in their own homes more vigorously with resulting improvements.  Also encouraging disabled youngsters to live more independent lives.
· Unemployment is down to 1.3%.   and more apprenticeships have been created.

· Roads and Highways is still an important area with significant spending supported by funding from national government.
· The Amey contract has caused some problems but is now under control and extra money has been made available to patch potholes rather than filling.  It is easier to patch in wet weather.
