	Housing Needs Survey Report – Martin Hutchings, Housing Enabler GRCC
The report was circulated.  Mr Hutchings gave a brief overview and highlighted:

· Avening has a stable population.
· There are a high proportion of home owners and the number without a mortgage is 

slightly above average.
· Over 50’s age group is generally better at completing and returning forms.
· The most commonly mentioned site suitable for an affordable development was at
Sunground.

· There were few responders working from home.

· 34 households are looking to move within Avening  and of those are 20 are able to
afford Market housing.
· 14 households are looking for social housing – 10 rented and 4 shared ownership

· The reason given was predominantly to achieve independent homes (currently sharing), 3 looking for cheaper accommodation, 3 smaller and 4 larger.
· It was noted that there is already affordable housing in the Village which will turnover.

· An Exception Site has to provide the right type and size of housing appropriate to 
Avening.
