POLICE MONTHLY CRIME AND ANTI SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR REPORT

Police Community Support Officer, Paul Hancock presented the monthly police report. This only reported 2 crimes, one incident of a car being damaged and one incident of violence within a care facility. Councillors mentioned the previously reported concerns about road safety and Paul confirmed that the police would be happy to help with information and advice about using mobile speed cameras, similar to those used in neighbouring parishes.

It was reported that heavy goods vehicles were regularly driving through the village and it was felt that this should be reported to Gloucestershire Highways with a suggestion that the lorry management route from Tetbury should be better signposted.

The protocol for closing a road during filming in the Chavenage Lane area was questioned as this has caused long delays and inconvenience where no notice was given. Paul replied that an application should be made to Gloucestershire Highways to ensure the correct signage is displayed and appropriate diversion routes put in place.

It was agreed to write to Tetbury Parish Council and to David Lowsley-Williams at Chavenage House to request that the Parish Council be notified if roads were to be closed for filming in future.

It was felt that the door to the Reading Room should be kept locked and eventually replaced with a fire door.

25/17.6 Playing Field 
Cllr Slater reported that a positive meeting had been held with members of the new project team for the playing field upgrade. This was made up of mainly PC members, but also included representatives from the school, and the cycling club. Initial requirements were discussed and an action plan agreed. Further meetings will be agreed as necessary, and updates presented to the Parish Council.
In relation to the all-weather pitch, Cllr Conway felt that a survey of the area should be undertaken in advance of any ground works. He agreed to ask Phil Seymour, who has experience of undertaking similar projects, for a quote for doing this and to also invite him to a Parish Council meeting.

An updated quote has been received from Steve Harris with the proposal to install the new play equipment in 2 phases. The proposal was discussed and the following comments and questions raised:
Could the phasing be changed, to allow more pieces of equipment in phase one? 
Is the quote a fixed price - this is important in case the suppliers find any unforeseen issues? 

Could more detailed plans of the layout be provided, to ensure the layout fits with the overall scheme?
It was noted that most of the equipment was wooden - concern was raised for the longevity of the frames, given the issues with the Flying Fox and it was questioned whether metal framed units been explored.
With the unexpected increase in costs on the final quote (almost double to that discussed in early January), Councillors felt it would be prudent to revisit previous suppliers to get a re-quote and to also request details from Nailsworth council, who had completed a similar scheme, as a comparison.
