39/17.1 Project Manager’s Report
The report was noted.
John Collinson stated that he needed someone with experience of working with cast iron to assist with maintenance work.

39/17.2 Memorial Hall
Cllr Worsdell reported that a fire alarm system would be installed and that a beam system was the preferred option, as it was less intrusive and would have minimal impact on the building. He felt that the painting and decorating of the kitchen was the Parish Council’s responsibility and that he would like that responsibility formally recorded. It was also planned to install a light at the front of the hall to illuminate the key safe and, that a non compliant tile guard from one side of the building would be replaced. 

John Collinson reported that an electrician was scheduled to reconnect power in the Reading Room.

39/17.3 Playing Field

Phil Seymour, Surveyor had been scheduled to talk to the Council prior to the start of this meeting about the proposals for the playing field but had been unable to attend. It was suggested that an alternative date be arranged for a meeting with Phil Seymour at the playing field.
Cllr Conway agreed to arrange this.

ACTION: Cllr Conway.

Discussion took place about the location of and choice of new play equipment. Cllr Worsdell confirmed that the new equipment would be sited on the location of the current play equipment. Cllr Slater reported that he has been in contact with Nailsworth Town Council about their playground project to seek advice, and after obtaining a comparative quote felt that the proposed equipment for Avening did seem suitable and appropriate.

It was agreed to pay the deposit for the installation of the first phase of the play equipment once funds have been received from the Playing Fields Association.

39/17.4 Village AGM
Two proposals were put forward for the Village AGM with a budget of £1500.
1. To hire a marquee and hold a small agricultural type show on the playing field.
2. To hold the event in and around the Memorial Hall in the afternoon and to also host an evening event.

Discussion took place and option 2 was agreed. It was agreed to hold a meeting on Monday 27 March at 7.15pm to discuss arrangements.

39/17.5 Small Projects
Cllr Bendall reported that he had made good progress with the design of the map boards courtesy of Cotswold District Council, and that he would circulate the proofs before printing. 
Cllr Parsons reported that she had received 3 quotes for installing railings around part of the telephone box. The quote from Lee Cooper, Tetbury of £850 + Vat was agreed. It was also requested that they be asked to quote for installing a low level wooden rail.

Cllr Worsdell circulated a draft of the proposed new Avening signs. It was agreed to print ‘Avening’ in capital letters. The sign was approved.
