COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORTS
i) New Speed Signs

Cllr Hirst reported that he had received notification that new electronic 20mph speed signs were proposed for the village. He circulated a map showing the proposed location for the signs. Councillors had no objection to the concept of this but felt that it would be more beneficial if the proposed sign nearest the school was moved further away from the school than currently designed to allow motorist more time to slow down. It may need the existing 30mph sign moved to avoid confusion.
ii) Grants

In reply to a question from Cllr Mitchell, Cllr Hirst confirmed that grants were available for war memorials and that there was also funding available to assist with planned events to mark 100 years since World War 1. Cllr Mitchell was keen that we applied for money to further enhance the memorial hall fabric.
ACTION: John Collinson to provide list of requests and Cllr Mitchell to liaise with Cllr Hirst.
iii) New Highways Contract

Cllr Hirst explained that Gloucestershire County Council’s current contact with AMEY was being replaced with 3 separate contracts;
Small Projects e.g. potholes etc

Maintenance

Structural Work

Companies would be invited to tender for these contracts in April 2018.

It was agreed that more funding was needed for highways, as so many roads in Gloucestershire were in a poor state of repair.

Cllr Slater reported that he had written to the film company using Chavenage House to ask if any financial assistance could be offered to assist in maintaining the roads within Avening but had not yet received a reply. It was suggested that Chavenage House also be advised that we have put in this request.

ACTION update:  This matter is the responsibility of Beverston & Chavenage PC, but Cllr Slater suggested a joint approach with Highways.

COMMUNITY ISSUES AND PROJECTS
140/17.1 & 2 Project Manager’s Report / Memorial Hall

The report was noted and the following updates made;

Memorial Hall Projector


The purchase of a metal cage for the projector at a cost of £185 was approved.


Reading Room


Cost of £415 for plastering the Reading Room was agreed. 

John Collinson agreed to get prices for a structural survey of the Memorial Hall roof and to also seek quotes for a fire door for the Reading Room.

The painting costs of £2k were agreed.

Playing Field – Planning Application

The design fees from Seymour Surveyors were agreed, but it was felt that the mileage rate of £0.65p per mile was excessive and should be charged at £0.45p.
John reported that he had serious concerns about the charges quoted by Cotswold District Council for planning applications and was currently negotiating with them.  Fees should be minimal, as the development should fall within permitted development rights.  Cllr Hirst agreed to help.
Cllr Mitchell requested a £500 budget to set up an exhibition of old photographs of Avening. It was confirmed that funding was available.
140/17.3 Playing Field 
Matt Withington reported that he had spoken to two companies who design and install cycle tracks and gave details of the various options available. Matt felt that the preferred option would be a pump track which would have a tarmac type surface and was a continual track which could be ridden using scooters and skateboards as well as bikes by riders of all ages. Questions were asked around the benefits of this track as opposed to a dirt track, the possibility of charging for use, and how much usage similar tracks in the area received.
Matt replied that there were well used tracks in the Gloucestershire area and that charges were usually only made for tracks that were indoors or had covered areas. He felt that a dirt track would need regular maintenance to clear foliage etc. and that the site was not really large enough for a mountain bike trail.
Matt’s proposals were generally agreed and would be included in the overall design proposal which was currently being prepared and would be on the agenda at the December Parish Council meeting.
