Cllr Worsdell requested that it be noted under 82/17 that as well as the Parish Council committing £6000 towards the cost of the kitchen refurbishment, the Village Hall Committee had committed £4500.

MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 20 July 2017 AND ACTION LOG
The minutes were agreed as a true and accurate record and duly signed by the Chair.

COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Stephen Hirst stated that there was an amount of funding available for community projects and events.
Councillors confirmed that they would be very keen to receive any funding towards the Playing field improvements, the planned event to commemorate the end of the First World War, rural cinema and especially road repairs.
Concern was raised about the ongoing problems due to the poor state of so many roads and lanes in the area. It was felt that with the planned additional housing developments in Tetbury, the increased traffic would only cause further deterioration.

Regarding the new development planned at Sunground, It was questioned what the process was for applying for a Section 106 agreement as this had not previously been explained. Cllr Hirst recommended that the Council submit an application as soon as possible identifying what projects the funding would be used for. 
Cllr Hirst asked if he could be sent the planning application reference number for the proposed development. Councillors expressed frustration at the process, as it had been raised with GCC when the original planning request was being progressed.

ACTION: Clerk
Cllr Hirst was also advised about an ongoing issue regarding the maintenance of Ash Path. Site meetings had been held with Highways Officers but it remained unclear who was responsible.

ACTION: Cllr Hirst agreed to check with Mike Barton on any progress in relation to this.

COMMUNITY ISSUES AND PROJECTS


97/17.1 & 2 Project Manager’s Report / Memorial Hall
The report was noted and Councillors offered their thanks to John Collinson for all the work he had undertaken, particularly in relation to the refurbishment of the school kitchen. 

Regarding the purchase of a new projector screen, John reported that he had sourced a suitable alternative screen to that listed in his last report and that the cost was significantly lower. It was agreed that this screen should be supplied and fitted as per the quote (supplier to also install a guard around the projector, which has been outstanding since the original installation).
ACTION: John Collinson

John gave a progress report in relation to the kitchen refurbishment. He reported that some wet rot had been identified in the floor timbers which would cost approximately £200 to repair but would be paid for by Gloucestershire County Council.

The new kitchen equipment has been delivered, electrical works are being undertaken and painting will commence next week, so all works are currently on target. 

Flame retardant plasterboard has been installed in the Reading Room staircase, one old electrical heater is to be removed and two others are to be tested. It is hoped that the room will be ready for the next Parish Council meeting to be held there.

Cllr Slater reported that new office furniture should be purchased and thought that it would be worth looking at auction rooms. He also questioned whether a TV screen should be installed. Cllrs agreed that this would be a useful addition for displaying plans etc.

97/17.3 Playing Field / New Management Committee Terms of Reference
The new Terms of Reference were adopted and signed by the Chair. The Clerk reported that she had sent a copy to the Playing Fields Committee and had received no comment as yet so would now ask that they also sign and adopt these.

Cllr Slater stated that a to scale plan of the playing field would be produced, and the new components overlaid to ensure they all work together. A schedule of works would then be prepared and funding sources investigated.
It was agreed that a grass pitch would be the preferred option as an artificial pitch would require fencing, which would reduce accessibility, and have a negative visual impact. It was hoped that the new pitch would be hired out to local teams or community groups and thus create a form of income which could help towards the upkeep.
It was recognised that a maintenance programme for the pitch would be required and probably require a Grounds Maintenance person to be employed.

Cllr Bendall reported that locations had been agreed for the 2 map boards and that they would be in place within the next few weeks.

97/17.5 Emergency Plan

The Clerk was asked to scan the current plan and circulate to Councillors then a sub group would be convened in October to update the plan.

97/17.6 Defibrillator Application

The Clerk was asked to complete the application for part funding.  The location is to be confirmed, but all felt it should be in the Lawrence Road/Sunground area.

98/17.2 Traffic and Highways


The updates to the road issues log were reported and noted.

Cllr Bendall reported that he had met with Richard Gray to discuss the possibility of painting a white line around around the phone box to allow better access for drivers coming out of Point Road. He had also pointed out the crumbling wall which Richard agreed was dangerous, and that he would try to establish who was responsible for its repair. The damaged kerb stones were also inspected and Richard felt that Gloucestershire County Council could part fund the repair if there was a contribution from the PC.

Cllr G Parsons expressed concern about the location of the bus stop on Tetbury Hill as she felt is a dangerous place for passengers to alight, it was agreed that Greenway Head would be a more appropriate place. The Clerk was asked to investigate if the bus stop could be relocated.

ACTION: Clerk 

Cllr G Parsons also reported that many of the footpaths and bridle ways in the area had become very overgrown.

ACTION: Clerk to report and ask if these could be checked and cut back.
Cllr Bendall reported that the footpath along the main road to Nailsworth was very overgrown, that the gutters were full of weeds and the soakaway was full again.

ACTION: Request be added to the Highways Issues Log.
